Nominations for all seasons close a month before season starts
Players

Players turning 15 years of age as at 31 December  (01 January to 31 December) will be eligible to play in the WBA U17 & U18 Competition and in the Senior Domestic competition.
Should the situation arise where a younger player than 15 years of age (14 years and not younger) desires to play in the U17 or U18 competition , the parents and/or guardian of the player must obtain a waiver form from the office or the games controller, to be duly completed and signed.

Any player playing U16's (15 years of age) must play with the same U17 or U18 club as their Junior Club.

If a Junior Club does not have a team in the U17, U18 competition, and a player wishes to play they must have written permission from their Junior Club and the WBA.

U18 players can also play in the Men’s A B or C division on the same night.  

A player playing in the U18 competition cannot play in U18A and U18B or U18C on the same night they can play U/17’s on a different night 

Basketball Stadium
1) All games are played Joondalup Basketball Stadium.
2) Entry to the stadium must be paid for upon arrival at the Stadium and player token placed into team envelope at your score bench.

4) Fixtures and ladders are located in the foyer on the Joondalup Basketball Stadium and updated by the stadium at the end of a round.

5) Season fixtures are loaded onto the website and also posted
out to the team secretary prior to week one 
Conduct of Games

1) All games are played under the jurisdiction of the Wanneroo Basketball Association (referred to as WBA) and shall be conducted according to the rules as laid down in the current “Official Basketball Rulebook” as approved by FIBA Central Board, except where variations are adopted by BWA or listed within these competition rules.

2) All teams having entered the competition and registered by paying the fees, commits to pay court fees for the entire competition, regardless of other circumstances, except if their team is removed from the competition by WBA

3) WBA is responsible for receiving competition entry forms, registration forms, court fees and forfeit fines (where applicable) from all teams in the senior competition.

4) WBA is also responsible for making the draws, notifying team contacts of the draw and any changes to that draw, receiving notice for forfeits and notifying effected teams, as well as ensuring that the competition rules are adhered to.

5)  All teams are required to be properly uniformed, organised and has sufficient players registered to complete the schedule of games without disruption.

6) Score sheets will be located on the score benches before each game commences.
7) If a team has only four players they can start the game but the team must purchase a fifth token

Games Controller
1. Any decision regards the efficient running of the competition, behaviour issues, a team’s eligibility to play, forfeits etc will be made via the games controller. There is a games controller in attendance every game night.
2. The games controller will start all games and collect the player token
3. The rules of the game will be stated at the start of all games.
4. The games controller is responsible for insuring players adhere to the rules
Referees

1. Joondalup Basketball Referee Association will supply Wanneroo Basketball Association with referees for senior competition in accordance with their agreement.

2. Wanneroo Basketball Association will also supply referees to the senior competition

3. Referees may call a referee time out should the game get out of hand; the games controller will be called.

4. Should a referee time out not calm or resolve a situation; a technical foul will be called.

5. Two technical fouls will result in a player being asked to vacate the stadium by the games controller and an automatic ONE (1) game suspension will take immediate effect.
6. Constant abuse directed at the referees may result in withdrawal of referees from the game.
Eligibility to Play

1) All players must be registered with the Wanneroo Basketball Association.

2) All ‘pay to play’ court fees are to be paid prior to the commencement of the game.

3) A registered player must ensure that his or her name on the score sheet before taking the court.

4) Teams that play ineligible players will incur forfeit points for the relevant matches.

5) Individuals from teams that have withdrawn from a competition and still have money owing, may not play again in any team until they pay their share of the debt the withdrawn team have incurred.
6) Wanneroo Basketball Association reserves the right to refuse admission of any team or player into the competition.
Uniforms
1) Numbers 4 -15 ONLY MUST be worn on player’s tops.
2) The correct uniform must be worn by all members of your team. This means all team shorts must be of the same dominant colour and all playing singlet’s must bear a player number and match all other players singlet’s on your team.

3) Failure to wear the appropriate uniform will result in TWO (2) points being allocated to the opposing team, per player sporting the incorrect uniform

4) There is no cancelation of points; each player not properly attired; TWO (2) points to the opposing team.
5) Bike Pants or skintight undergarments e.g. Long Tight Skin garments (“Skins”) - Undergarments that extend below the shorts may be worn provided they are of the same dominant colour as the shorts.

6) Shorts – players will not be permitted to play with dress, surf, tailored or cargo shorts or any other type of shorts with POCKETS.  (Shorts turned inside out will not be permitted).
7) T Shirts can be worn underneath playing tops in the domestic competition.
8) Mouth guards WBA recommend the use of mouth guards during all games.
Team Nominations
· All teams nominating for the any season must include a deposit of $50.00.  Failure to submit this deposit will result in the team being put on the waiting list until the $50.00 deposit has been received; once the deposit has been paid, the team will be placed in the division of their choice. 

· Where nominations exceed space available for a grade or night, teams may be transferred or be placed on a waiting list.   Participation in prior competitions at the Joondalup Stadium does not guarantee a place in the Competition
· All PLAYER REGISTRATION FORMS must be completed and accompanied with the prescribed fee PRIOR TO PARTICIPATION IN ANY GAME.  Failure to do so will render the team non-financial.

· Player registration forms must be completed for each season and handed in by the third playing date
· Teams that are not financial by week THREE (3) will lose points and jeopardise the team nomination for the following season.
· Any team withdrawing after fixtures have been drawn will forfeit their deposit of $50.00. (If the deposit has not been paid, the team will be charged $50.00).
